I think its the first time they mess up and transform the meaning of something so much, so they can turn it into a trend to label people. 

Theres some sectors of the society that atm still dont know what it really is. These people spread the word ‘emo’ as fallen from the sky and associate it with something that really has nothing to do with the real thing..
Emo, its origins.[>:)]
Its a Subgenre of Hardcore-Punk that comes up in mid 80s in the U.S.( if you dont know anything about this u can download the documentary *American Hardcore* and watch it) especially in Washington D.C, when the New wave of bands, (like Rites of Spring and Embrace) begin to distance from the original Hardcore and take new influences from bands like Hüsker Dü, experimenting with their sound.
Their fans will soon start to define this music as ‘’Emo’’, thats short for Emotional Hardcore, or also ‘emocore’ has been maintained over the years. This new ‘sound’ spred and a bunch of other Washington bands copied it, especially bands like DIY (Do It Yourself)
Development (:o)
The members of Rites of Spring who mentioned in an interview in 1985 the term ‘emo’ for the first time, saying that some of their fans had started using that term to describe their music.

The scene of D.C, entirely, was normally labeled as ‘emo-core’. After a while when the scene started to expand to cities like San Diego, New York, New Jersey. They develop a scene of bands with the same sound and ethics. In San Diego another wave of bands more chaotic and aggressive came up, calling themselves ‘screamo’. After Embrace (one of the most important bands for the begining of emotional hardcore), ended, Ian MacKaye, their leader, forms Fugazi.

Even though they’re not usually cataloged as ‘emo’, their music is cited as an influence for some bands of the called ‘second wave of emo’, like Sunny Day Real State or Jimmy Eat World.
As the original bands of Emo separated, new bands with influences of the first wave came up, although the most important one was Fugazi, that brought together members of Rites Of Spring and Embrace.

Though the sound of Fugazi’s not emo and it comes closer to an underground band of the growing indie scene (for example, Sonic Youth), the truth is that Fugazi’s sound influences alot in bands of the second half of the 90s like Jimmy Eat World or Sunny Day Real State
The original sound of Emotional Hardcore wasnt there anymore, with things like the internet, fans started calling ‘indie-rock’,emo, and Sunny Day Real State got labeled that way.. same as Jimmy Eat World. In the U.S both bands (and some others of the same generation) were referred as ‘indie-emo’.
The problem is that soon SDRS and Jimmy Eat World would begin to change their sound more to punk-rock. And thats how we got here..

The Emo Today.
In the first few years new punk bands arise from both sides of the Atlantic that keep some similarities from Jimmy Eat World at the begining of the decade, that sounded kinda like when they first started. Among these bands we can find some known such as Funeral For A Friend, The used, Silverstein or Yellowcard.
For alot of people ‘emo’ stayed as a label to bands like Jimmy Eat World, influence of most bands of the new generation, to which has been applied again (mistakenly) the label ‘Emo’. They’re actually bands of pop-punk (like Simple Plan).Others came from the punk-metal scene and transforming into pop-punk later on..(like Lostprophets)
It doesnt help either the fact that alot of bands start to adopt a similar technique, and that most of them say they play emo music. Then we get the Emotional Hardcore as a trend....

Emo as a trend. (T__T)

Its nothing more than an evolution n mix of punk and of the sinister esthetics, taking a little bit of both and adapting it to the urban lifestyle.
The press has also defined emo as introverted, shy and even relating it to being depressed or suicidal, something that has nothing to do with it and finishes to mess up the term completely.
In my opinion, in the last few years water got mixed with oil, and really.. theres nothing of ‘emo’ in the ‘emo’. And what people know as emo is not the really emo, it makes me sad and angry at the same time that people dont know shit about the origins of that word they use so much..

The emo of today is the one that thinks that just for listening to MCR or any commercial black metal band theyre so badass xD
